· If possible, have a colleague working with you to type straight into a computer.  This saves time writing up notes.  Don’t try to talk to pupils and type at the same time.
· Record statements about what you have seen and heard.  This form is a suggestion, please adapt as you find useful.
· Once you’ve completed the interviews, categorise the responses into strengths and weaknesses. 
· Bring the word document with your recording of monitoring pupil voice to the next meeting.
